Code Of Conduct

(One Form Per Participant)

The LMRT Board of Directors supports and enforces compliance with the United States Ski & Snowboard Association (USSA)
code of conduct. This code is published as part of the USSA Competition Guide and on the USSA website. As stated in Section 3
of this code, anyone who violates this code may be barred from racing for a period not to exceed 21 days. With PARA's short

racing season, this could prove devastating. Longer suspensions may be levied under due process provisions of USSA.

USSA members, including athletes, coaches, officials, and volunteers are expected to conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike
manner, and are responsible for actions in competitions, going to and from competitions, and while at areas hosting competitions.

Members are also responsible for knowledge of competition rules and procedures. Unsportsmanlike conduct may result in
disqualification from an event and possibly prevent you from participating in future events.

This includes (but is not limited to): respect for competition officials, ski area employees, and the skiing and snowboarding public,
courtesy and good manners, responsible behavior, no profane language or abusive language, mature conduct, respect for facilities,
privileges and operating procedures, and closed areas, and attendance at award ceremonies and receptions.

1. All LMRT Members, parents and guardians should realize that the success of the Liberty Mountain Racing Team and its
programs depend on the hard work and support of athletes, coaches, parents and volunteers. All athletes, parents and guardians are
expected to contribute their time and effort when the need arises.

2. All athletes must comply with the current USSA and PARA codes of conduct as well as these organizations' current equipment
standards. Parents and guardians while on the mountain during official USSA or PARA events are also expected to comply with
USSA and PARA code of conduct.

3. All LMRT athletes, parents and guardians will abide by all rules of skier safety, including those rules set forth by individual ski
areas while at LMRT supported events.

4. Athletes, parents and guardians are expected to conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner at all times, realizing that they
represent the Liberty Mountain Racing Team. No athlete, parent, or guardian shall use profanity, abusive language, disruptive or
disrespectful behavior during any Team sponsored event, including training, home or away races, and non-race activities. If such
behavior does occur, the individual may be suspended from training, racing in LMRT supported events, or other Team activities.
Athletes, parents or guardians who continually display disruptive behavior during training may be suspended from training for the
remainder of the day upon the discretion of the lead coach for the level involved and/or by an on mountain Team officer or BOD
member.

5. All LMRT athletes are prohibited from the use of alcohol or illegal drugs at any LMRT sponsored events, including training and
racing at all venues, as well as any time the skier is under the supervision of the Liberty Mountain Racing Team or its staff.
Consequences of illegal use or possession of alcohol or drugs will be suspension from all LMRT training and races for the
remainder of the season not to exceed one calendar year. Suspensions will be determined by the Board of Directors, with appeal,
and no refund or reimbursement of fees will be made.
